	Standards-Based Lesson Plans
For the next few editions of the Gazette, I will be developing differentiated lesson plans based on one of the standards.  For this edition, I have used vocabulary standards in Language Arts for Grades 1, 3, 5, 7, 9, and 11.  Next month, the standards will be from another discipline.  Please feel free to adapt any of these ideas for your own use.  Be sure to check out plans from various grade levels for ideas.  All of these plans are also listed in the Differentiation Strategies folder on the J (Curriculum) drive.
First grade vocabulary standard: Identify words that have similar meanings (synonyms) and words that have opposite meanings (antonyms).  Lesson Plan
Third grade vocabulary standard: Apply the meaning of the terms synonyms and antonyms.  Lesson Plan
Fifth grade vocabulary standard: Use context clues to determine the meaning of synonyms, antonyms, homophones, homonyms and homographs.  Lesson Plan
 Seventh grade vocabulary standard: Infer word meanings through the identification of analogies and other word relationships, including synonyms and antonyms. Lesson Plan
Ninth grade vocabulary standard: Analyze the relationships of pairs of words in analogical statements (e.g., synonyms and antonyms, connotation and denotation) and infer word meanings from these relationships. Lesson Plan
Eleventh grade vocabulary standard: Analyze the relationships of pairs of words in analogical statements (e.g., synonyms and antonyms, connotation and denotation) and evaluate the effectiveness of analogous relationships.  Lesson Plan
