Written Education Plans have been written and sent home for all identified students in grades 6-8 and for HS students who are taking accelerated, honors, or AP classes in identified areas.  Teachers have also received copies of the WEPs.  Please keep your copies accessible.  Parents may make reference to them during conferences.  Students in grades 3-5 will be getting their Written Education Plans within the next few weeks.

Gifted Identification

It has been a while since the in-service session on gifted identification that was presented as part of the Javitts Differentiation Training.  Here’s a little refresher:  
Ohio recognizes four areas of identification—High Cognitive Ability, High Academic  Achievement, Gifted in Creativity, and Gifted in Fine and Performing Arts. 
 Our district screens for High Cognitive Ability and High Academic Achievement in the spring of 2nd grade, and fall of 5th and 8th grades.  Students are identified with High Cognitive Ability if they have a standard composite score of 130 or higher on a test of cognitive ability.  Our district uses the InView test for this.  
Students who are gifted in high academic ability have received a composite score in the 95%ile or higher in the areas of Reading/Language, Math, Science, or Social Studies.  Our district uses the Terra Nova test for this.  Scores from the Terra Nova are also used for identification any time a section of the test is given.  
Screening for high creative ability is done in the 5th grade as well.  The InView and the Creativity section of the Gifted and Talented Evaluation Scale (GATES) are used for this. 
 Our district does not do screening for Fine and Performing Arts, but students can be nominated by teachers, parents, peers, or can self- nominate for evaluation.  A portion of the GATES and a portfolio or audition are the evaluation tools used for this identification.  
Students can be referred for gifted evaluation during non-screening years as well.  Gifted referral forms, as well as forms for early entry to kindergarten and subject or grade acceleration are found on the gifted web page. I have provided a link below to the Gifted Services Brochure that is part of our Identification Plan filed with the Ohio Department of Education.
